Files with extensions ZCM and TXC are from CALCMENU.  On the other hand, ZRC and TXR are from 
Recipe Center.

Import Recipes 

 
To import recipes, do the following: 
1. Go to the Recipe Center Web site: www.recipecenter.com 
2. Choose a recipe from its database. 
3. Click Export to CALCMENU.

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4. You will be directed to the Export Recipe page. There are instructions on how to go about 

downloading the recipe. Follow the procedure to save the recipe and picture to your computer. 

 

 
 

5. Go to the CALCMENU program. 
6. On the Main menu, click Tools> Import Recipe. The Importation dialog box appears. 

 
Note: The Importation dialog box, it displays the folder path where the imported recipes 
are stored. By default, the location is the Inbox folder of CALCMENU. Otherwise, you can browse 
the path where you have saved the imported recipes. 

 
7. On the Importation dialog box, select the check boxes of the recipes that you want to import. 
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8. Click Import.

View Imported Recipes 

 
To view recipes that have been imported to CALCMENU, do the following, 
1. On the Main menu, click Recipe> Recipe List. The Recipe List appears. 

2. On the Recipe Toolbar, click the Load Marks button . The Set of Marks dialog box appears. 
 
3. On the Set of Marks dialog box, select the Imported Recipes check box. 
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4. Click Load. 

 

 
 

5. The Set of Marks dialog box closes. In the Recipe List window, the imported recipes are 
displayed.
